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Richmond City Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting

Date: May 3, 2011

Place: City Hall Council Chamber

Members Present: Chris Anderson as Chair, Commission members Monica Merrill, C. J. Sorenson,
Daryl Black and Rod Going present. Lee Anderson was absent. Allen Lundgreen, City Council
representative, and Marlowe Adkins, City Manager, present.

Meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. Minutes for the April 5, 2011, meeting were read
and approved following correction in spelling of Monica Merrill’s last name. Rod Going moved to
approve, seconded by Daryl Black. Vote was unanimous.

Request for a Conditional Use Permit to raise restricted animals in restricted numbers for
a restricted time period as part of a 4-H project at 39 South State: McClain Rawlins, a young citizen,
appeared before the Commission to request permission to raise two piglets during the summer for
participation in the Cache County Fair in August as part of a 4-H project. He was accompanied by his
mother, Ms. Connie Rawlins. McClain stated that he had spoken with all of his neighbors with adjoining
land, and none had any objection to this project. The lot consists of 1.25 acres which is consistent with
the amount required to raise animals. He stated that they would all be gone by September 1% as the 4-H
requirements are such animals must either be slaughtered or sold immediately after the Fair. Monica
Merrill inquired as to whether McClain understood how much care would be required to ensure the pigs
were treated and raised properly. McClain said that he had experience from last year when they raised
two pigs “up the canyon” so he understood what was necessary. He also stated, seconded by his mother,
that it would be much easier to give proper care with the pigs closer at hand. There is also a gasoline
saving factor in not having to make the trip into the canyon on a daily basis.

The Commission discussed the discovery that CUP’s should not be issued when the ordinance
“prohibits” such an action, i.e., having pigs; however, it was noted that now that the Council is aware of
that restriction, the language to the City’s Land Use Development and Management Act is in the process
of being modified to allow CUP’s in such instances. Mayor Hall and other members of the City Council
were present due to some training scheduled after the Commission meeting and indicated agreement to
that statement. Daryl Black moved that approval be given subject to the City Council’s concurrence in
meeting relative to the proposed language change, and that the CUP for only two pigs for education
purposes. C.J. Sorenson seconded the motion. Voting was unanimous. Commissioner Merrill praised
McClain for his efforts and again urged him to remember the obligation to keep the area clean.

Motion to adjourn made by C. J. Sorenson; seconded by Daryl Black. Vote was unanimous.
Meeting adjourned at 7:15 p.m.

Next meeting is scheduled for June 7, 2011.
